TO ST. VINCENTõS SCHOOL:   

IMMUNIZATION REQUIREMENTS 
One dose of varicella (chicken pox) vaccine on or after 

the first birthday or written history of disease.  Parental 

history of chicken pox disease is acceptable as proof of 

immunity (no vaccine needed).  A written statement from 

the parent/guardian indicating dates (month and year) of 

the disease and signed is sufficient.  Otherwise, if the 

vaccine was received, proof of the immunization record 

to include the studentõs name and birth date is required.  

This is required on or before the August 14 Orientation/

School picture day.  A second dose of varicella will not be 

required this year; however, it is highly recommended. 
 

NEW AND INCOMING STUDENTS: 
If you have not yet provided the school office with an 

updated immunization record, this must be done now.
