Last Sunday was the Solemnity of Christ the King; today is the 

first Sunday of Advent, marking the beginning of a new 

liturgical year.  In rather quick succession, we will celebrate 

Advent and Christmas, a brief Ordinary Time, and then Lent, Triduum and 

Easter.  Each of these seasons has its own character bringing with it special 

graces.  Advent should fill us with the joy of anticipation as we watch and wait 

for the coming of the Lord:  1) His coming at Christmas, 2) in our daily lives, 

and 3) at the end of time.  We know that Jesus is with us, as He promised He 

would be, and no where do we sense this with greater conviction than at the 

Eucharist.  But there is a longing in our heart to experience His presence in all 

its fullness, when we will see Him face to face.  There is a longing to be with 

Him forever in eternity.  The purpose of Advent is to intensify within us this 

longing for the Savior, to help us stand strong as we face the trials and 

tribulations of life.  So our cry must always be:  Come, Lord Jesus, Come!
